òMois®s, que apacentaba las ovejas lleg· a la monta¶a 
de Dios, al Horeb. Allí se le apareció el Ángel del 
Señor en una llama de fuego, que salía de en medio 
de la zarza. Al ver que la zarza ardía sin consumirse, 
Mois®s pens·: ôVoy a observar este grandioso 
espectáculo. ¿Por qué será que la zarza no se 
consume?õ. Cuando el Se¶or vio que ®l se apartaba del 
camino para mirar, lo llamó desde la zarza, diciendo: 
ôáMois®s, Mois®s!õ. ôAqu² estoyõ, respondi· ®l. 
Entonces Dios le dijo: ôNo te acerques hasta aqu². 
Quítate las sandalias, porque el suelo que estás 
pisando es una tierra santa. Yo soy el Dios de tu 
padreõ...ó 

 
Junto a Moisés, hoy encontramos a Dios en otra 
montaña.  Así como El se reveló en el monte Tabor 
durante la Transfiguración, hoy es en la maravilla de la 
zarza que ardía.  Moisés nos representa a todos nosotros 
a medida que intentamos conocer más acerca del Señor 
quien se revela a sí mismo de incontables maneras.  
¿Cómo descubriré al Señor hoy? 

 
Algunos lo encuentran a través de conocidos líderes de 
la iglesia, como el Santo Padre, o como el Arzobispo 
Romero, cuyo fallecimiento conmemoramos esta 
semana.  Algunos lo descubren en las señales de la 
naturaleza, un atardecer, una pintoresca vista nevada, o 
una cascada.  Algunos lo encuentran en los eventos de 
familia de gran significado: un bautismo, una boda, o 
aún en la muerte de un ser amado.  Para Moisés fue en 
el fenómeno de la zarza ardiente.  Todo esto nos llama 
a acercarnos al Dios que desea estar más cerca de 
nosotros.  Al igual que Moisés, respondemos cuando Dios 
llama nuestro nombre:  ôAqu² estoy.õ 

 

Así como se le indicó a Moisés que se quitara las 

sandalias porque era una tierra santa, nos damos cuenta 

de que los eventos mencionados arriba son sagrados, 

momentos santos en los cuales Dios nos habla y nosotros 

respondemos.  La mujer samaritana encontró a Jesús en 

el pozo, mientras que Moisés encontró a Dios en la zarza 

ardiente.  ¿En dónde espero encontrarlo esta semana?
